10%-of-support limitation. NILC's public support for the previous 4-year period is at 33.26%.
This is well in excess of the 10% requirement, clearly qualifying it for the facts and
circumstances analysis.

. Attraction of public support. NILC has pursued, since its inception, an aggressive fundraising

program that relies on grants from private foundation and government sources and a wide range
of smaller gifts, grants, and contributions from public charities and other organizations. Since
1995, the Center has received over 135 grants from more than 45 different sources. NILC also
solicits and has received donations from private individuals. In an average year, NILC prepares
and submits between 12 and 20 grant applications and several direct donor requests. In addition,
both its Web site (www.nilc.org) and its bimonthly newsletter contain requests for contributions.

Since 2001, NILC has had at least one full-time staff position dedicated to development, with
responsibility for diversifying the Center’s funding base to include more donations from
individuals as well as to increasing the number of foundation grants.

. Percentage of financial support. The public support of 33.26% is well in excess of the 10%

floor, and just 0.08% short of the 33.34% which would have made this facts and circumstances
discussion unnecessary. This percentage is 0.63 points higher than that of last year, and NILC
fully expects that its percentage of public support will rise in the future as it continues to
implement plans to diversify the Center’s funding base.

. Sources of support. NILC's important work has attracted a broad range of support from private

foundations, government agencies, public charities, labor organizations, social welfare
organizations, and professional associations. Donors’ information can be found on Schedule B.

. Representative governing body. NILC's Board members, which is shown on Form 990, part V,

and drawn from major nonprofit organizations and the public sector representing the diverse
sectors of the public affected by NILC's work on behalf of low-income immigrants, including
major civil rights, legal services, law firms, and academic organizations.

. Availability of public facilities or services. The programs description on From 990, Part III,

line a, speaks for itself, and demonstrates why NILC has continued to attract support, ranging
from large grants from California's most responsive private foundations to smaller grants and
contributions from public charities willing to contribute their own limited funds.
